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Painting Competition on Energy Conservation for School Children (Under
National Campaign on Energy Conservation)

Background

Energy is one of the crucial inputs for the economic development of a country. So it is
very essential that each one of us uses the available energy resources most efficiently.
To create awareness and to promote energy efficiency, the Ministry of Power has
launched a National Awareness Campaign on Energy Conservation.

Painting competition is one of the important activities covered in the National Campaign.
Paintings portraying energy conservation are the topics for the competition. This
competition is organized in three stages namely, at School level, State/Union Territory
level and at National level for students studying in the standards 4", 5" and 6" under
Group ‘A’ and students studying in the standards 7" 8" & 9" under Group ‘B’. This is
organized by the Bureau of Energy Efficiency, with the support of the various CPSUs’
under the administrative control of the Ministry of Power.

Salient Features of Painting Competition Scheme

School level Painting Competition

i) School Principals organize schoollzave! painting competition for 4th | 5t & gth
standard students under Group ‘A’ and for 7th, 8% & 9t standard students
under Group ‘B’ of their respective school for 2-hour duration in July -
October.

ii) Schools principals will select 2 best paintings in both Groups i.e ‘A’ & ‘B’
(as applicable) and send them to the Nodal Officer of their respective
State/UT

\/étateIUT level Painting Competition

i) A committee of experts in each State/UT, would select 50 best paintings each for
Group ‘A’ & ‘B’ from the entries sent by the schools. The students who had
painted the selected paintings would be invited lo lhe Slale level Painting
Competition of 2-hour duration, organized in November in all the State Capitals.

ii) The State level Painting Competitions as well as the prize distribution function
would be organized by the Nodal Officials of the participating CPSUs.

iii) The Committee of Experts/Jury of that particular State/UT would select 13 best
paintings for respective Groups separately on the day of competition itself for;
